However, with a campus our size there is still a lot of work to 
be done. When I was Associate Pastor in Forest Lake, there was a group called the Cemetery Crew. As their name suggests, 
they worked at maintaining the cemetery. However, the crew of retired men began to grow and they were recruited for 
various jobs around the parish. I was amazed at what these men accomplished in just a few hours during one day of the week. 
But more than this, it was an opportunity for these men to get to know one another. 
 
Since then I have heard of other parishes having similar groups. We have some very generous individuals and groups, such 
as the Knights of Columbus, but I would like to start our own specific group of retired men and women, who will volunteer 
their time and talents and possibly their treasure, to keep up our large campus. By starting such a group it would save our 
parish thousands of dollars. We have a very capable maintenance crew, but they are stretched very thin by the overwhelming 
needs of our campus. Such a group would help alleviate the burden on them and help them focus on other duties. 
 
My vision for such a group is threefold. I see it as a way for us to save money by allowing people to use their talents to serve 
the parish in this way. I also see it as a way to keep our campus looking good and inviting. Finally, and most importantly, I 
see it as an opportunity for people of the parish to get to know one another.
